Louis XIV was born in 1638. His father died very soon after. Louis became the king of France when he was only

five years old. That was in 1643. But he was too young to rule so his mother ruled the kingdom. She had a chief
minister, Cardinal Mazarin, who helped her. After the death of Mazarin in 1661, Louis became an absolute
monarch. He started to build Versailles. His Minister of Finance, Jean-Baptiste Colbert, helped him to get money
for this building. Colbert was the minister from 1665. When the palace was ready the Sun King moved all his court
to Versailles. That happened in 1682. Colbert died one year later. After his death Louis XIV made many wrong
decisions. One of them was to end the religious freedom in France in 1685. Some historians say that up to 900,000
Protestants left France over the next two decades. Louis died at the age of 72.

The area of the palace and its surroundings were
larger than modern day Paris. It was the capital of the French kingdom until the French Revolution. It cost as much
as $ 3 billion in today's money.

David: Denis Diderot was born in 1713 and died in 1784. He is best known for the Encyclopedia, the most famous
book of the Age of Reason. Diderot was an editor of this book for 25 years. He damaged his eyes during this work.
Many of the French enlightenment philosophers wrote texts for this book. Some of the articles were so dangerous
that Diderot himself censored them. The Encyclopedia had 18,000 pages of text and 20,000,000 words in total.

In summer the soldiers slept in
tents. There were up to 20 men in each tent. The soldier's day began at 5 a.m. in the summer and at 6 a.m. in the
winter. After breakfast the men had a drill session for 2 hours. There were five of these drill sessions during the
day. The men learnt how to shoot their weapons and perform various manoeuvres. One soldier described his days
in the army like this: “The first thing in the morning is drill. Then drill, and then drill again. Then drill, drill, a little
more drill. Then drill, and lastly drill.” Between the drill sessions the soldiers cleaned the camp, built the roads or
gathered wood for cooking and heating. The biggest problem was to find clean water. When not drilling or standing
guard the soldiers read, wrote letters or played baseball, cards or enjoyed boxing matches.

Then they travelled
to England. This Triangular Trade system was very effective because the ships never travelled empty. The journey
took one year to complete.

But four days later the ship hit an iceberg at night
and sank. More than 1,500 people died. The captain went down with the ship. Unfortunately the Titanic's first
voyage was also its last.

Republican Party

The states of the North were very different from the states of the South. So, there were also big political problems.
- The new Republican Party (the North) wanted to stop slavery. They wanted to have more professional workers in
© American factories. They wanted to produce more of their own goods and make imports smaller. :

. cotton and tobacco). In 1860 the Republican Party won the presidential election. Abraham Lincoln was :
- aRepublican leader and he became the President of the USA in 1861. He said: “We are not enemies, but friends. °
. We must not be enemies.” :

But the South didn't like it. Eleven southern states in which slavery was legal wanted to separate from the
. United States of America. They formed the Confederate States of America (the Confederacy). They wanted to be g
. independent and separate. They chose Jefferson Davis as the new president. :

The Union

. The rest of the states were called the Union. Their president was Abraham Lincoln. The states were situated in the :
. north and in the west of the USA. There were another five states on the borders between the South and the North. :
. Although slavery was legal in them they decided to support the Union. They were called the “border states”. :

Korean War
When? 1950 - 1953

Who? Communist North Korea (with the help of the USSR and China) vs. South Korea (with the help of the
USA, GB, the United Nations).

Why? North Korea invaded South Korea.

What was the result? Both countries remained independent (ziistaly nezdvislé) and the border was formed at
the 38th parallel (rovnobézka). The situation is the same today.

Vietnam War
When? 1955 - 1975
Who? Communist North Vietnam (supported by the USSR and China) vs. South Vietnam (supported by the USA).

Why? The Communist leader Ho Chi Minh (North) wanted to unite (sjednotit) Vietnam under his rule. The USA
did not want the country to become communist.

What was the result? The USA lost the war and prestige.

Berlin Wall
When? 1961
Who? East Germany (under the control of the USSR) vs. West Berlin (under the control of the USA, GB, France)

Why? People did not want to live in East Germany and started to leave the country. By 1961 over 2 million
people left the GDR.

What was the result? The East German government built the wall to stop the people leaving. It was called the
Berlin Wall and it became the symbol of the Cold War.

The Cuban Missile Crisis
When? 1962
Who? USA vs. USSR

Why? An American spy plane took some pictures of Soviet nuclear missiles in Cuba. The USA invaded Cuba.
WW 11l could break out!

What was the result? The Soviet Union removed the missiles (rakety) from Cuba. After the crisis the hotline
(pfimd telefonni linka) between Washington and Moscow was established.
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
